"Sunshu Ono Shinden" and "Tokaido Ejiri
Tagonoura Ryakuzu" in Fuji City.

Mt. Fuji Climbing Route 3776

Fuji City set a mountain climbing route with
a total length of about 42 kilometers from 0

meters above sea level to the summit of Mt.

Fuji (elevation 3776 meters). You can enjoy
different views of Mt. Fuji and feel the
history of climbing Mt. Fuji where many
ancestors walked from the sea. There are
more attractions that can be enjoyed only on
this route.
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Fuji Tea

Most of the tea farmers in Fuji City have
"self-made and self-sold" system. Carrying out
the entire process from tea leaf production to
processing and sales, each farmer commit to

their specialty to produce their original "Fuji
Tea".

Obuchi Sasaba

You can see the scenery of Mt. Fuji and tea
plantations in various parts of the city. Above

all,the view from Obuchi Sasaba is magnificent,

free from any artificial objects such as electric
wires. During the sprout season, many
photographers and tourists from all over the
country visit this plantation.

Roasted Green Tea of Fuji

Fuji City is promoting the branding of
roasted green tea called Hojicha, which is the

first effort in local governments nationwide.

We aim to make our city always filled with
the scent of Hojicha. A variety of shops inside
the city are introducing “Fuji Hojicha
certified products” and delicious foods
containing Fuji Hojicha. You can enjoy Fuji
Hojicha for drinking and eating.
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Tagonoura Shirasu
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Traditional Fishing Method
Single Ship Pulling

Blessed by Mt. Fuji and Suruga Bay, Tagonoura
fishing ground is abundant in plankton. There,
shirasu fishing is carried out by a fishing method
called “single ship pulling.” Pulling a net from a
single ship rather than two ships can avoid
damaging tiny shirasu.

Commitment to Freshness

Tagonoura is close to the fishing grounds and
can be landed in a short time. Furthermore, they
tighten shirasu on board with a large amount of
ice immediately after raising the net. Due to the
commitment of these fishermen, shirasu landed
here is outstandingly fresh. Tagonoura Shirasu
can be enjoyed at shops around "Fujisan
Shirasu Kaidou."

GI Registered products

Recognized for the characteristics of the
production area, special fishing methods, and
good quality, "Tagonoura Shirasu" is registered in
the Geographical Indication (GI) Conservation
System, which gives endorsement to local
specialties.
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Cider Agar

Fuji City Original Dessert

Cider Agar is an original dessert that has been
loved for many generations in Fuji City. It has
been served as a school lunch dessert for over 50
years. It is slightly sweet and has a squishy
texture with sparkling water. The recipe is
available on the Fuji City website and can be
made at home.

School Lunch in Fuji City

Most of the elementary and junior high schools in
the city use the "self-directed school system” to
prepare lunch inside the school. This system
makes it possible to provide freshly prepared
meals. Each school has a dietitian who teaches
children the importance of food through
nutritional guidance. In addition, we are actively
using locally produced ingredients in school
lunches. Children can learn about local
ingredients by taking on-site lessons from local
farmers, which even leads them to reduce food
waste.
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Paper Town, Fuji

Fuji City has developed as one of the leading
"paper towns' in Japan, with advantages of the
abundant water resources and the proximity to
the wood supply and the products consumption
areas. In particular, we boast one of the largest
market share in Japan for household paper such
as toilet paper. The paper-related industry has
been one of the major industries in Fuji City.

CNF (cellulose nanofiber)

CNF is a fibrous substance made of cellulose, the
main component of plants, is finely disintegrated
to a diameter of several or several tens of
nanometers. Since it has a low environmental
load and has various excellent characteristics, it
is expected to be used for a wide range of
applications. It is currently being researched and
developed in various industries including paper
manufacturers. Currently, Fuji City has
established a CNF brand certification system and
a CNF platform to promote the dissemination
and enlightenment of CNF and related industries.
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Gakunan Electric Train

Gakunan Electric Train is a popular local line
with a retro atmosphere and the appearance of
running against the backdrop of Mt. Fuji. It
operates every 20 minutes in the eastern part of
Fuji City. You can see Mt. Fuji from all of the ten
stations within the line.

Night View Train

An event "Night View Train" is held regularly to
enjoy the night view of the factory area along
the railway. It has been certified as a Japan's
night view heritage because of the train that
emerges from the darkness, the station building
with a faint warm light, and the night scenery of
the old-fashioned train window that can be seen
from the train. Various events such as
experiencing a real train driving, beer train, and
jazz train are also held.

Gakutetsu Locomotive Plaza

Inside Gakunan Fujioka Station, there is the
"Gakutetsu Locomotive Plaza" which displays
electric locomotives that operated during the
freight business era. Now it is a tourist spot not

only railroad fans but also many people can enjoy.
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Levante Fuji Shizuoka

This is a community-based professional cycling
team, having the main office in Fuji City. While
participating in domestic road races, they are
engaged in local activities such as cycling lessons
and other activities to introduce the joy of
cycling.

Fuji Cycle Station

This facility conveys the charm of bicycles and
serves as a base for interaction and liveliness.
The first floor is fully equipped with rental and
maintenance spaces for road bikes and electric
assistant bicycles “e-Bikes” as well as shower
rooms. You can also enjoy virtual riding
equipment on the 2nd floor.

Fuji Criterium Championship

A cycling race among three major road racing
groups in Japan was held for the first time in the
urban area of Fuji City in 2022. They competed
for ranking by making many laps on a short
course. Levante Fuji Shizuoka also participated in
this exciting race.
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Princess Kaguya

The Legend of Princess Kaguya
in Fuji City

People in Fuji City have handed down the story
“Princess Kaguya returned to Mt. Fuji instead of

the moon because she was the god of Mt. Fuji.

This story called "Fuji-san Engi' was written in
the luck books of temples and shrines related to

the Mt. Fuji worship, especially in the Hina area.

Taketori Park is maintained along with many
other folklore sites in the city.

Mt.Fuji and Princess Kaguya Museum

At Mt. Fuji and Princess Kaguya Museum, you
can see an exhibition of the story of the Princess
Kaguya returning to Mt. Fuji for free. They also
hold special exhibitions and events throughout
the year, which both adults and children can
enjoy.

Hiromi Park next to the Mt. Fuji and Princess
Kaguya Museum is historical buildings such as a
deputy officer’'s residence, a gate of samurai
residence, and Western-style architecture from

the Meiji era have been relocated and restored.

The park is also famous for roses and cherry
blossoms. A lot of people visit there for cherry
blossom viewing every year.
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
